7. Curriculum Connections


	Science: 
Students are producing maps of the world. Materials needed: paper plates, blue paint, crayons, print outs of continents, and pencils. Students are creating a representation of the world by the plate model. Students paint plate blue to resemble water. Use primary source of the classroom globe, teacher’s examples and “A map of the world with ships DUKE & DUTCHESS” to glue the continents in the correct place on the plate. Color and label the continents. 
Math: 
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Working with cardinal directions and numbers 1-120. Materials: 1-120 number chart, crayons/markers, sticky notes, and pencils. Students each get copy of number chart and four sticky notes. Teacher walks through labeling sticky notes North, South, East and West. Students place North on top of paper, south on bottom, west to left, and east to the right. Teacher calls out “Find the number that is 2 boxes down and 4 to the west.” Students then proceed to color that box. 

Language Arts: 

Students use resource “VIEW OF COMPASS ROSE TILE INLAY IN FLOOR OF LOBBY” to write a narrative about how they used the compass rose as a guide to find a lost location.
Art: 
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“My Island” art activity. After viewing resource “Avery Island Sugarhouse, Avery Island, Iberia Parish, LA”, students will use Bloom’s Taxonomy of applying knowledge to produce and draw their own island. Materials: plain paper, crayons, markers, oil pastels, colors pencils and pencils. Students will create an island of personality. Students will also be taught what a map key is for and implement that into their island of personality.
