2nd Grade “Going on a Bear Hunt” 
Music and Science Lesson 
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Grade Level: 2nd Grade 
Subject(s) Area: Music and Science Integrated 
Materials Needed:

· Premade classroom map – attached 
· Definition of nature and model – attached

· Promethium Board to put up the words for “Going on a Bear Hunt” so students can follow along 

· Items for the map (for each student): Precut green paper grass, blue paper river, brown marker, paper cut trees, cotton, and brown paper cave 

· Students will need glue and brown marker
· Also if teacher does not know the song/rhyme to “Going on a Bear Hunt” – they should get the book “Going on a Bear Hunt” by Michael Rosen (Or YouTube video online: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=0gyI6ykDwds)

I can create a model to show different kinds of land and water. 
I can create a model.

I can use a map to show where things are located.
I can map the shapes, landforms (kinds of land), and water in any area. 
Objectives:

· Students will demonstrate knowledge of representing nature
· Students will use prior knowledge of understanding how grass, river, mud, trees, snow, and caves are represented and look like
· Students will create a map while representing the classroom 

·  Students will envision what it is like to walk, swim, or hop through imaginary nature items within the classroom. 
· Students will connect the visual map into walking around the room in the order the map shows 

· Students will sing in group as we sing “Going on a Bear Hunt” throughout lesson 

· Students will sing from memory and repetition 
Learning Activities:

1. Have the premade grass, river, trees, cotton, and cave and a brown marker and glue ready and laid out at their spots.
2. OPTIONAL ~ Since this lesson is only a half hour, I decided to not read the story “I’m going on a Bear Hunt” by Michael Rosen

If teacher did have enough time, they would start out by reading the book or showing the YouTube video
3. Start a discussion about things in nature. 


Ask students if they know what nature is.


Post the definition of nature on the board.


Ask students if they went on a nature walk, what would be some things we would see?


4. Next ask students what a model is and then post the definition of model on the board.
5. Tell students that we are making a model/map around the classroom of a pretend nature walk
6. Walk with them through the map and following the dotted lines filling in the boxes with question marks. 


Ask the students if they know what premade item would be grass? And continually ask them in the order 
for the boxes 


Students should be using the glue and gluing them onto their map 

The order of the question mark boxes: 


Grass


River 


Mud 


Trees 


Cotton – Winter storm 


Bear cave 
7. Bring up the words to the song of “Going on a Bear Hunt” onto the Promethium board 
8. Go over the song, sing it through it once and allow students to practice 

9. Have the students get up and gather around where the start place is on the map 
10. Start singing “Going on a Bear Hunt” and as we get to the first box that has grass on the map, insert the grass words into the song – and continue to do so with all the boxes in the map following the dotted line

11. IN CASE OF EXTRA TIME – I can tell the students to sit back down and create their own nature walk map on a white sheet of paper using different nature elements we didn’t use on our maps  
Assessment:
Informal Assessment: 
· Students did represent different things within nature
· Student sang expressively
· Students participated in finding the next spot on the map 
· Students created the model 
· Students used the map to show where things in the classroom were located
Formal Assessment:
· After seeing students map, I can see if they listened to my directions on the order of the nature classroom walk
· How I would help diverse learners in my classroom: 


When creating the map, I would number each nature element with the number of box that it is 


suppose to go on 



When class is actively participating in “Going on a Bear Hunt” I would in advance tell a student to 


help the student with the learning challenge to be their partner throughout the activity  
Reflection:

· If I were to teach this lesson again, what would I keep the same?

· If I were to teach this lesson again, what would I change?
