Standards:

Objectives:

· Students will primary and secondary resources to find information on a topic of their choosing relating to Rome 
· Students will connect their findings and fill out the guidelines 

· Students will present the information on a “pillar” 
Learning Activities:

1. Begin with slide show of Rome trip pictures 
a. Connect with how Rome is filled with history, art, beautiful architecture, basilicas, and etc. 
2. Introduce the beginning of Ancient Rome unit 
3. Hand out the guideline sheet 

4. Let them pick an area within Rome to do history on and fill in the 1, 2, 3 and 4 

5. Transfer that information into the grey pillar 

a. Show them how to fold into zip zap to get the pillar affect 

b. The folding happens after the information is transferred 

6. Later glue pillars onto tag board to make an ancient building
